It is with great pride that the U.S. Department of Education (ED) announces the development of G5, a state-of-the-art electronic system for grants management and payments.  G5 will replace the current Grant Administration and Payment System (GAPS).  GAPS includes e-Payments (recipient drawdowns) and e-Grants.

G5 will provide:

1) Enhanced and increased program performance monitoring;

2) Improved communication with customers;

3) Fast-track grant award processing;

4) Linking of dollars to results; and

5) Promotion of technical and financial stewardship.

G5 will be implemented in three phases over several years.  Phase I of G5 will address e-Payments, and will provide improved drawdown functionality.  ED is working towards full implementation of Phase I for the last quarter of calendar year 2007.  ED will continually provide information concerning the upcoming G5 Phase I release on this e-Payments web site.

Phases II and III will include the post-award and pre-award segments of the grant lifecycle.  Implementation information on these latter stages of development will be provided at a later date.
