The Successful and Unsuccessful Lookups Report (SECLK1) provides ED and the PDPA with the organization’s NSLDS online users and the number of lookups where the Title IV aid recipient was found or not found. If the aid recipient was not found, the report provides the student identifiers that were entered by the NSLDS online user. Sort options include User ID, SAIG Mailbox, and Last Name/First Name.

Each online extract request is used to generate one header record, one or more detail records, and one trailer record. Each record layout table contains the position, the data element name, description, field format, and length.
