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· The school’s procedures do not allow the federal share of FWS wages paid to any student to exceed 75% unless one or more of the exceptions discussed below apply:

Exceptions

· The school can document that the federal share of FWS wages for students employed by a private for-profit organization does not exceed 50% (675.26(a)(1) 

· If the school has FWS students working as reading tutors, and allowed the federal share of wages at 100%, the school can document that the student and employer met all applicable requirements as outlined in 675.26(d).  The school also reported this on the FISAP.


· If the school is designated as an eligible school under the Strengthening Institutions Program, The Strengthening Historically Black Colleges and Universities Program, or the Strengthening Historically Black Colleges and Universities Program, the school can document that it meets all requirements outlined in 675.26(d).


· If the school exercises the option to pay a federal share of FWS wages to a student in excess of the current 75% limit (but not exceeding 90%), the school does so under the following specific conditions (and can document each condition):


· The school can document that the student is employed at a private nonprofit organization or a federal, state, or local public agency (other than the school itself)

· The school can document that it does not own, operate, or control the agency

· The school can document that it selects the agency on an individual, case-by case basis.

· The school can document that the agency is unable to pay the regular nonfederal share.

· The school can document that no more than 10% of the students paid under the FWS program participate at the 90% nonfederal share level.

· The school can document that it did not allow the federal share to be used to provide fringe benefits for employees in the FWS program.

· The school can document that the federal share of allowable costs in carrying out the JLD Program does not exceed 80% of such costs.
