 For a borrower whose active duty serviced included October 1, 2007, or began on or after that date, the 

      deferment period ended 180 days after the borrower’s demobilization date for the eligible active duty or 

      National Guard service.

 The military service deferment did not exceed 12 months from the date of the qualifying eligible service based 

     on the request for the borrower or the borrower’s representative (unless supporting documentation was 

     submitted)

 FORMCHECKBOX 
  Documentation supporting the student's eligibility for this deferment is kept in the student's file.

Definitions for this section:

Serving on active duty during a war or other military operation or national emergency – means service by an individual who is a reserve of an Armed Force ordered to active duty under 10 U.S.C. 12301(a), 12301(g), 12302, 12304, or 12306; a retired member of an Armed Force ordered to active duty under 10 U.S.C. 688 for service in connection with a war or other military operation or national emergency, regardless of the location at which such active duty service is performed; or any other member of an Armed Force on active duty in connection with such emergency or subsequent actions or conditions who has been assigned to a duty station at a location other than the location at which the member is normally assigned.
Qualifying National Guard duty during a war or other operation or national emergency – means service as a member of the National Guard on full-time National Guard duty, as defined in 10 U.S.C. 101(d)(5), under a call to active service authorized by the President or the Secretary of Defense for a period of more than 30 consecutive days under 32 U.S.C. 502(f) in connection with a war, other military operation, or national emergency declared by the President and supported by Federal funds.
Active duty – means active duty as defined in 10 U.S.C. 101(d)(1) except that it does not include active duty for training or attendance at a service school.

Military Operation – means a contingency operation as defined in 10 U.S.C. 101(a)(13)
National Emergency – means the national emergency by reason of certain terrorist attacks declared by the President on September 14, 2001, or subsequent national emergencies declared by the President by reason of terrorist attacks.
