  If the borrower re-enrolled in postsecondary school (at least half-time) prior to the expiration of the 13-month 

      period, the deferment ended on the date the student re-enrolled

  If the borrower qualified for both a military service deferment and a post-active duty student deferment under 

      both 674.34(h) and 674.34(i), the 180 day post-demobilization military service deferment period and the 13-

      month post-active duty student deferment period applied concurrently

Definitions for this section:

Active duty – means active duty as defined in 10 U.S.C. 101(d)(1) for at least a 30 day period except that Active duty includes active State duty for members of the National Guard under which the Governor activates National Guard personnel based on State statute or policy and the activities of the National Guard are paid for with State funds.  Active duty includes full-time national Guard duty under which the Governor is authorized, with the approval of the President or the U.S. Secretary of Defense, to order a member of State Active Duty and the activities of the National Guard are paid for with Federal funds. Active duty does not include active duty for training or attendance at a service school and does not include employment in a full-time, permanent position in the National Guard unless the borrower employed in such a position is reassigned to active duty under 674.34(i)(2)(i) or full-time National Guard duty under 674.34(i)(2)(ii).
