Summary of Results:

Student Detail Report

The Student Detail Report displays student demographic data and a comparison of initial and paid-on transaction values for ISIR fields that changed from the initial to the paid-on transaction. This comparison helps determine what changes (besides the ISIR field you are focusing on) may have contributed to the EFC change.

	Learning Objective:

Drill down to the Student Detail Report.



Drill down to the Student Detail Report from the Student Listing Report to view individual records concerning Dependent/Independent students who were not selected for verification. Determine the ISIR fields that changed.

· From the Student Listing Report, drill down to the Student Detail Report by clicking on individual records. Review the first record that experienced a Pell change for ISIR Field #2. For that record, complete the Analysis Worksheet.
Helpful hint: Remember, when analyzing data at the student detail level, review all records from the Student Listing to determine which ISIR fields contribute to EFC changes and determine if a pattern exists. There may be other fields impacting EFC when changes are reviewed at the student detail level. For example, students whose parents were estimated filers may also misreport Parent AGI or may misreport other dollar fields (income earned from work, US Taxes Paid) or non-dollar fields (household size, number in college, tax return status, etc).

The EFC Impact Analysis Report can assist you in refining your verification procedures by identifying which EFC critical ISIR fields are being corrected most often by your students between the Initial and Paid on transactions within three distinct groups determined by initial EFC values. These three groups are

0, 1-4041, and 4042 or more (Pell ineligibles).

	Learning Objective:

Determine if changes to EFC critical ISIR fields vary by initial EFC level.




Run the EFC Impact Analysis Report: 

· To get back to the Domain Tree located on the Dashboard, close out of the report we just ran.  Select the X in the top right hand corner of the report.

· Select EFC Impact Analysis Report (Report #3)
· From the Filters page, locate the Dependency Status filter and select the down arrow and click Dependent or Independent (You choose the Dependency Status). Click on School Verification Flag and Select NO.

· Click Submit.

· Since we can’t print the screen, select View Report as Text.

· Complete analysis questions for Filter # 1.

Click the back button twice and run the EFC Impact Analysis Report again using the same Dependency Status you did earlier, however this time set the School Verification Flag to “NO” and select Parents’/Student’s Tax Return Completed – “Will File” (estimated filers) and click submit.
· Complete analysis questions for Filter # 2.

Filter # 1: Dependency Status = “I” or “D” and School Verification Flag is =“NO”.

To make your AD Hoc report available for sharing, click the Share Report box when saving your report. This will make the template available for use by any QA school.

· To go back to the domain tree close out of the report we just ran by selecting the X in the to right hand corner of the report.

How to access a shared report

.

1. Click on Shared Reports folder.

2. Go to +  Brigham Young University and select + Custom Reports 

3. Right Click on “CPS Verification” and select “Save As My Report” and select “OK”.

4. Right Click on “School Verification Analysis” and select “Save As My Report” and select “OK”.

· Go to My Reports and click on custom reports then left click on “CPS Verification”.
· Left click in the box next to column A ( this will copy entire document) 

· Open the “CPS Verification Template” Excel document from the Desk Top.

· Paste document by placing the cursor on A1 in the excel spreadsheet and right click and select paste.

·  Select first tab on the bottom of the report.

· Repeat steps to view “School Verification Analysis”, copy and paste information from the report into the “School Verification Analytics” Excel template. Review tabs on the bottom of the excel page.

· Reference the Advanced Training Material in your booklet for additional guidance on reviewing the tabs available in the reports.

When reviewing shared reports, the shared reports created by the school selected will display. School data is not displayed, but the report template (selection criteria, etc) is provided. You can then save this report template as your own and make any desired modifications to it. It will be saved under “My Report” Folder.

Remember, there is currently no easy way to identify schools that have shared reports available.  You will need to confer with your QA colleagues to determine if they have reports you are interested in.  You can also contact your QA representative who may be aware of specific schools that have reports available.

Orange = Reports that are part of the Dashboard. Once you upload your records, perform Data Validation and click the Analysis of Data button, the reports will automatically run and will be included in the Dashboard. You can also run these reports from the Standard Reports Folder.

Blue = Reports often used for analysis. The Field Change Report is the place to begin. Then drill down to the Field Increment Report, Pell Eligibility by Dependency Status Report, Student Listing Report and Student Detail Report. You can access the reports without using the drill down feature. If you run the reports from the Standard Reports Folder, you can take advantage of additional filtering options that are not available in drill down.

Green = The Verification Tracking Flags Report is interesting to review for informational purposes, but since Verification Tracking Flag values change each year, assumptions cannot be made that specific codes will have the same meaning in subsequent award years.
