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Team Building Exercise
· Turning Letters into Words 
Objective:

· As a team, make as many words possible using letters created.
Group Size:

· 8 or more
Materials:

· 3X5 Sticky pads
· Marking Pens

Description:

· Groups should be in teams of 10 per table and given a pad of 3X5 sticky pads. Divide the sticky notes so that each team member has 5 individual sticky notes. Give each person a marking pen. Write down any five letters of the alphabet on the sticky notes (one letter per sticky note) and do not show these letters to the other members of the team. After everyone has done this, place your sticky notes into one pile. As a team, take the sticky notes and make as many words as possible, using each sticky note only once to create a word. You have ten minutes for this exercise. 
Full Group Activity:

·  Provide the instructors with those letters not used. The instructors will place the letters on an easel. Together as a team, let’s see how many words we can make with the remaining letters provided by all the teams. We will keep the remaining unused letters on the easel. Determine if anyone at a table created a word that has two vowels. If so, can a new word be created using only one of the vowels? If so, place the extra vowel on the easel to see if additional words can be created?
Discussion Prompts:
· Did you work together to make as many words possible with the letters created?
· What creative measures were used to meet our objective?

· Are two heads better than one?
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
