Instructions For Viewing Recorded Version of 2005-06 QA Requirements Training

QA Colleagues:

We are pleased to announce that the QA Requirements Training Session  held in July, 2005 is now available for viewing.   Your trainers for the recorded session are Holly Langer-Evans and Michael Cagle.   If you or any member of your staff was not able to attend the training, you can access a recorded version by clicking the site below.  

Before you view the session, please follow these easy instructions (We recommend printing these instructions before accessing the link to view the session):
1.  For this recorded session, please ignore the recommendation to use the F5 Key to view the full screen mode since it only works in the live setting and not in the recording.  
2.  Print a copy of the session before you listen to the recording.  The PowerPoint copy of the session is available on the previous training page.   The session is entitled 2005-06 QA Requirements Training.

3.  The session is viewable using Microsoft Windows Media Player.  There are several versions of Windows Media Player, and the version you use will depend upon the type of computer you have.  If you do not have Microsoft Windows Media Player, you can install it from the Microsoft Website: http://www.microsoft.com/windows/windowsmedia/download/AllDownloads.aspx?displang=en&qstechnology=.  If you do not have administrator rights on your computer, you should contact your systems administrator to ensure that you can install Windows Media Player on your computer and that you install the correct version for your operating system.  There should be no charge for installing the Windows Media Player.  You will need computer speakers to hear the session.  Unlike live sessions, you will not be using the telephone.

4.  After installing the Windows Media Player, you will be able to view the recording.  You may need to adjust your volume while viewing the session especially since trainers’ voices can fluctuate depending on the quality of your speakers and the version of Windows Media Player you are using.  You can also adjust size of the screen using the features of Media Player (full screen icon).  The more recent version you have, the better quality (both audio and visual) you will experience.

Once here, you will be prompted to enter your name.  Your name is the only required field.  The recording Key is not required.  Once you enter your name, click View Recording.  You will be brought to the recording page.   We recommend that you select the first option (Microsoft Office Live Meeting Replay Format).  To view the recording, click the rainbow colored button located under the View Column.  You may get a Security Alert pop-up.  If so, click Yes. 

6.  You will then be able to view the session using whatever version of Windows Media Player you have installed on your computer.  Again, you can adjust the volume and the size of the screen using the features of Media Player (full screen icon or volume adjustment).


You can use this link to view the session at your leisure.  You can view it as many times as you like and can offer it to other members of your QA Team.  We will keep the session available through the Fall of 2005.

If you have any technical difficulties viewing the recorded session, you may check with your systems administrator to ensure that your system is correctly configured to view sessions using Windows Media Player.
